The Western Ghats are one of the world’s major centers of biological diversity, extending across the states of
Karnataka and Kerala. This study analyzes the impact of landscape fragmentation on wildlife corridors between
protected forest areas in Karnataka and Kerala. Forest habitats have been significantly fragmented due to the
expansion of agriculture, urbanization, infrastructure development, and plantation activities. Between 2000 and
2024, dense forest cover has declined by 9.01%. Critical corridors for the movement of elephants, tigers, leopards,
and other wildlife such as the Thirunelli-Kudrakote, Edayarahalli-Dodda Sampige, and Wayanad-Bandipur
corridors are under severe pressure. This research employs Geographic Information Systems (GIS) and remote
sensing technologies to analyze fragmentation patterns and recommends conservation strategies to enhance
ecological connectivity.

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Abstract

This study analyzes the profound transformations that have taken place in Kerala’s agricultural sector over the
past three decades and the resulting trend of youth migration toward urban areas. The continuous decline in the
extent of agricultural land, the conversion of cultivable land into fallow land, the lack of profitability in agricultural
income, and the reduction in the agricultural labor force are the major components of Kerala’s agrarian crisis. In
the financial year 2023-24, agriculture and allied sectors contributed only 8.3 percent to Kerala’s Gross State
Value Added. According to the Kerala Migration Survey 2023, approximately 0.5 million people have migrated
from the state to other states, with the majority belonging to the younger generation. Karnataka, Tamil Nadu, and
Maharashtra are the primary destination states. Based on government statistics, Kerala Migration Survey data,
and academic research studies, this paper examines the interrelationship between the agrarian crisis and youth
migration.

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Abstract

The development of e-governance in India symbolizes a significant socio-economic transformation. This paper
presents a comprehensive analysis of access, implementation and impact of e-governance in rural India. Since the
launch of the Digital India Mission (2015), the Government of India has taken several initiatives to make digital
services accessible in rural areas. These include the BharatNet project, Common Service Center (CSC), Pradhan
Mantri Gramin Digital Saksharata Abhiyan (PMGDISHA), and various e-service platforms. By 2025, more than
6.5 lakh CSC centers have been set up, 97.65% of villages have mobile connectivity, and 2.14 lakh Gram
Panchayats have been made service-ready under BharatNet. This paper examines different dimensions of e-
governance using secondary sources. Key findings show that e-governance has improved service delivery in rural
areas, but digital divide, lack of infrastructure, digital literacy and socio-cultural barriers are still major challenges.
The paper offers suggestions for policy makers on how e-governance can be made more inclusive and effective.

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Abstract

This research paper presents a profound analysis of the principle of Sakti in the Sakta Upanisads. The Sakta
Upanisads are important texts of the Indian spiritual tradition in which feminine power is expounded as the
supreme reality. The Devi Upanisad, Tripura Upanisad, Tripuratapini Upanisad, Bhavana Upanisad and others
are major Sakta Upanisads that expound Sakti as the very nature of Brahman and as Consciousness-Power (Cit-
Sakti).In this study, a philosophical analysis of the principle of Sakti has been undertaken and its relationship with
feminine spirituality has been examined.
