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Abstract

Ancient Kerala was an important center of world trade. The Malabar Coast played an important role as a trade
route for spices and valuable goods. During the period from 3000 BC to 1500 AD, Kerala maintained extensive
trade relations with the Roman Empire, Arabian countries, and China. The port of Muziris was a major center of
international trade. These trade relations were not limited to mere financial exchanges; They also had a profound
impact on the cultural, religious, artistic, and architectural spheres. The arrival of Judaism, Christianity, and Islam,
the development of new architectural styles, changes in culinary practices, and linguistic exchanges resulted from
these trade relations. This research paper examines ancient trade routes in Kerala and the cultural transformations
that occurred as a result, by analyzing historical records, archaeological evidence, and literary testimonies.
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
